He received a B,A. in History and Philosophy from Austin Col-
lege with honors in History in 1984; a Masters of Divinity from 
Austin Presbyterian Theological Seminary in 1987; and a Ph.D. in 
Religious Studies from Southern Methodist University in 2004.  
His dissertation title was Between the Labyrinth and the Abyss: 
Presbyterians and Schism, 1837-1861.
Dr. Williams has spoken at hundreds of Presbyterian Youth and 
Adult events around the nation and has published articles about 
ministry with college students, youth, and young adults.  He 
is founder and director of the Austin College ACtivators (the 
Austin College Mobile Youth ministry Team).  Since 1995, the 
ACtivators program has involved more than 500 Austin College 
students who have traveled over 153,000 total miles to plan 
and lead 574 ministry events in 13 states involving over 46,000 
youth, children, college students, and adults.
John is married to Linnea and they are the parents of Emily and 
Joseph.
